Matthew 23:15, likely late first century, but may be earlier

Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites!
You travel over land and sea to win a single convert,

and when you have succeeded,

you make them twice as much a child of hell as you are.

Juvenal, Satires 14:96-106, early second century

Some who have had a father who reveres the Sabbath,

worship nothing but the clouds, and the divinity of the heavens,

and see no difference between eating swine's flesh,

from which their father abstained, and that of man;

and in time they take to circumcision.

Having been wont to flout the laws of Rome,

they learn and practice and revere the Jewish law,

and all that Moses committed to his secret tome,

forbidding to point out the way to any not worshipping the same rites,
and conducting none but the circumcised to the desired fountain.

For all which the father was to blame, who gave up every seventh day
to idleness, keeping it apart from all the concerns of life.

Josephus, Contra Apion 2.282, turn of the first century

the masses have long desired to adopt our religious observances

and there 1s not one city, Greek or barbarian, not a single nation, to which
our custom of abstaining from work on the seventh day has not spread
and by which our fasts and lighting up lamps,

and many of our prohibitions as to our food, are not observed.
